Having reached my retiring years and spending thatgr part of my life doing things | felt | “shatilbe doing,
| feel now is time to peruse my 3 passions - Deagep Travelling Australia (especially the more anéled
areas) and Textiles. It may seem strange to saynbnany ways they complement each other.

Firstly Decoupage — unlike most | do not prefeuse decoupage papers or artwork, but to start fecnatch”
with an idea, feeling or message and the challehgenveying this through a finished piece. Ocaaally | may
find a picture that reflects my feelings. | wik Ithe first to admit that my work falls far shoftthe exquisite
pieces done by other members of our Guild, butihlsatisfied | am happy and if | am not satisfibdve
learned something.

To give an example | have chosen a small (20cmcx)piece completed to enter into the “Outback Falist’
section of a recent exhibition. When travellihg teal outback the rich reds, ochres, purpley, greens and
brilliant blues have to be experienced and likevigevastness where one can travel for hours witsighting
another soul. The centre is predominately aricepkafter occasional bursts of rain when the rakds
transformed to the pastel colours of a cottageagardeeping these things in mind, one constamiges upon
relics of farmhouses, small graveyards, tornaivay tracks, twisted broken windmills, abandohetels and
uncapped bores gushing and wasting precious wat@rthe Artesian Basin. All this and Europeanlsetént
only took place just over 200 years ago and tmegain to control a land where those before thetmed for
thousands of years.

Using free cutting | tried to capture somethinglo$ on this plate. With a limited palette of @itand Platho
blues, Burnt Sienna, Red Madder, Cadmium Red, ¥e@xide, Cadmium Yellow and White | painted the
background sky, land and the blue pond. Everytbisg, including the ripples on the water, arefiarh paper
prepared by mixing the same colours plus Burnt UmBée shapes of the snake and goanna were eutgtiire
piece removed, then glued on and the small segroépaper glued later. The dots were painted tmgshapes
before gluing down. Hands, animal footprints, weag spirit people and tracks are traditionallyduise
Aboriginal artwork and have been used to sigriitt oneness with the land, while the circled ceportrays
the attempted control of a land that is impossibleontrol.

A better choice of lacquer would not have takenyatha brilliance of the colours as the one usededrto
“yellow” slightly.
